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A Distressed Look





This time I would love to talk about the distressed look.  This is a very popular look and can be achieved in many ways.


Colors:


Most of us think of brown, cream and black as our distressing colors, but have you considered using white?  Our product line has lots of different options:  Palette Hybrid Ink has “New Canvas,” Our Memories Lines has “White” Dye Ink and “Unicorn” Pigment Ink and don’t forget Memories Chalks with the “Milky White” Chalk. White wash can give an aged Shabby Chic look in a whole new way.   


Embossing Powder:


Did you know that you can use steel wool on your embossing powder to dull the shinny look?  After you have heated and melted the embossing powder – lightly rub over the melted powder with steel wool and the shine will be gone.  Too cool!


Memories Mists:


Our Memories Mists “Pale Ale,” “Amaretto” or “Diet Cola” make a quick color change with a distressed look.  Try spraying our Memories Mists onto your next project and see the change you can achieve.  


Memories Chalk Ink:


Our Memories Chalk Inks give a soft, chalky texture to your project which accomplishes a naturally distressed look.  Our Memories Chalk inks are available in a kit with our Memories Mists to achieve an amazing texture with a distressed look.  Remember to try the “Milky White” ink for a different look. 


Memories Pigment Ink:


Here is another way to use your pigment ink and embossing powder to achieve a distressed look:  Ink up some letter stamps with a color pigment ink (I like Denim) and stamp letters onto white cardstock.  While ink is still wet, add Cloisonné Embossing powder in a different color (I like Smoky Obsidian).  BEFORE you heat the embossing powder, knock off some of the powder so the Pigment Ink is showing, then heat.  


Remember the steel wool idea to dull the shine a little.  


Inking your stamps:


Next time you ink up your stamps, stop inking before you have covered the entire image.  By partially inking your stamp you can achieve a distressed look.
